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YAMA Gala Event- An Evening with A Vision

O the second day of February 2019. the Yemeni American Merchants
n Association hosted their first ever annual gala at Widdi Hall in

Brooklyn. The twinkling hall masked in white cloth and blue ribbon was filled

with a diverse range of people. from lawmakers and wealthy businessmen to

everyday residents of Brooklyn; all united by the promise of inclusion and

equal representation. Fittingly held on the second anniversary of the inspiring

Yemeni Bodega Strikec YAMA celebrates past accomplishments of those in-

volved in bettering the lives of those underrepresented in American society.

Several speakers filled the evening with
proclamations of unity in the community
and in government. as well as reflections
of the effects of the Yemeni Bodega Strike
and the inspirations that occurrence
carries to the future. As a young Muslim
Yemeni-American woman. I found myself
finely attuned to messages that are harder
to gain clarity on in today’s abrupt politi-
cal climate. From the strength and power
of the role of immigrants in America.

to the empowerment and rise of women
in both American and Yemeni society; I
was delighted to hear these fragile topics
discussed and embraced by some of
America’s most important members in
society. and to see the positive reception
of the crowd was an experience I am
grateful to have had.

The evening was guided by MCs Fatima
Aulaqgi and Salah Ahmed. The moment
Fatimah Aulaqi stepped on stage. head
held high and voice steady. I knew
YAMA was serious about their message
to educate. advocate. and elevate. Un-
fortunately. the Yemeni community still
faces social problems targeted towards
women. in which they can be discouraged
from achieving their ambitions. Seeing
YAMA choose a young woman successful

in her career and motivated to engage

in her community was all I needed to
understand that YAMA does not stand to
align itself with negative stereotypes of an
otherwise humble culture.

Congresswoman Nydia Veldzquez

took the stage with passion filled in

her eyes and lifting her charmingly
accented words. Emphasizing the role of
community. Veldzquez reminds us it is
unamerican to judge the beliefs of others
in the land of the free. She pushes for
resistance “in the streets. in Congress:
and in the courts”. reminding the Yemeni
community of the “political and economi-
cal muscle” exercised by immigrants of
all backgrounds. She urges the Yemeni
community to remem-
ber there are others
experiencing the same
distraught caused by
underrepresentation.
choosing to use the
tragedy that occurred
in Puerto Rico as an
example.

Nearly 3.000 people
were taken away

by devastation. and
though this tragedy

is already

forgotten by important suits in Washing-
ton and other offices. the rapid birth of
organizations much like YAMA will only
continue to grow.

Immigrant-born congressman Adriano
Espaillat understands the path of the
American Dream Yemeni immigrants
and Yemeni-Americans strive to follow.
With complete confidence in his tone. he
answers the question many immigrants
already know: what makes people migrate
to another country? Immigration is a
worldwide dynamic. and yet it is a topic
often approached with such opposition:
you would think the concept of immigra-
tion is uniquely foreign. “No one wants to
leave their cultural home”. so why leave it
at all? “Natural disasters. war. econom-

ic opportunity. hunger” Born in the
Dominican Republic. his family chose to
come to America for the greater chance
of opportunity this country offers; Ameri-
ca is the place where “dreams are fabricat-
ed” As the son of a small business owner-
Espaillat admires YAMA’s engagement in
politics and government because it means
the Yemeni-American community is find-
ing their voice. and it means New Yorkers

are understanding their worth.

Lips painted in a powerful red that
contrasts her meek frames: Bronx-born
Congresswoman Alexandria Ocasio-Cor-
tez declares the strength of sisterhood
and ally-ship with such sovereignty I was
ready to ready to reinvent the suffrag-
ettes movement right then and there. In
all seriousness. she spoke of the bond
shared between her and Congresswoman
Ilhan Omar. and the comfort she finds in
having a woman with such vigor on her
side. A week before the gala: Ocasio-Cor-
tez was in the capital painting a realistic
portrait with the story of a

Yemeni-American government worker
directly affected by the government shut-
down. That government worker happened
to be in attendance of the gala and shared
a moment with the congresswomanc
bridging the gap between the seemingly
untouchable lawmakers and the public.

The First Lady of New York City took to
the stage to speak about the importance
of mental health. an issue prevalent across
all cultures but heavily stigmatized among
minorities. First Lady Chirlane McCray
made the crowd repeat 1-888-NYCWELL

so often I think I am repeating it softly to
myself even now. Divulging further into
mental health awareness. she pointed out

the various ways help can be accessed and
the few common signs that point out a
need for necessary help.

‘When Muslim congresswoman Ilhan
Omar takes the stage. echoes of cheers
and applause fill the hall with audible
pride. Congresswoman Ilhan Omar. born
in Somalia. is no stranger to Yemeni
culture. Asides from the relevance of her
neighboring home country. her mother’s
family hails from Hadhramaut; a region
in the southern tip of Yemen. Speaking of
the spirit in the Yemeni blood that runs
in her family’s veins. she recalls her life as
a young Somalian refugee. Her

grandfather always chose to invite the
panhandlers outside their family home

for lunch. convinced
that it is the investments
in the little people that
foster into something
great. He taught her
that “this person today
can someday become
the doctor that saves
you. the teacher that
guides you. the imam
that prays for you before
you pass away.” She also
spoke of the stories she’s
heard as a refugee; filled
with tellings of a prosperous America. a
country of equal justice. Arriving in New
York and resting her eyes on the homeless
that harbored the streets. the image of
the utopia she envisioned was shattered.
The sharp cry of reality only motivated
her to “work for an America that works
for all of us”

Her soft voice accompanied by her petite
stature began to ebb away into a loud. im-
malleable tone as she gears her attention
to immigrant pride. The contributions
made economically. politically. and
educationally should make minorities
unafraid and in recognition of the power
they hold.

She does not shy away from exclaiming
how unapologetically proud she is to be a

part of a religion and culture that demon-

strates beautiful teachings: “one of chari-
ty. of caring for neighbors. of fighting for
justice and one that is of humanity and
respect of each other’s dignity.

Congresswoman Yvette Clarke. and re-
cipient of the Community Builder Award.
followed congresswoman Ilhan Omar’s
lead on her vision of today’s Ameri-

can dream. Having stood amongst the
protesters rallying the Muslim ban and
aggressively working side by side with
distraught Americans. she attests that
Americans of all backgrounds are affected
by this antagonistic ban. She reminds us.
“our destinies are connected.” She proudly
holds the sparkling glass award. not as a
trophy. but as reminder of the progress
of the past and the actions planned for
the future.

In synchronization with congresswom-
an Yvette Clarke’s message. Brooklyn
borough president. Eric Adams expands
his thoughts on improving our future.
Accepting the Community Builder
Award. he concludes the route to a pros-
perous future is the youth. Empowering
the youth will activate our dreams for the
future into reality.

The final recipient of the Community
Builder Award is district attorney Eric
Gonzalez. Brought up by an immigrant
family. he recalls the discrimination and
racism his elders
faced. and the lengths
they went through

to ensure his path be
free of the hardships
they endured. His
goal is ensure justicec
as evidenced by the
work he has put in
to “water down the
Muslim ban”” His
interactions with dis-
crimination motivate

his will to effectively ensure the freedom

America promises.

Nearing the end of the eventc YAMA
circles back to where the inspiration to
start the organization began: recipient

of the Outstanding Community Leader
Award. Zaid Nagi. In an effort to correct
the villainous portrait mainstream media
and accusatory politicians’ portrayal of
minorities. Nagi is among those accredit-
ed for starting and assembling the Bodega
Strike.

Dr. Debbie Almontaser. secretary of
YAMAL. is another member deserving of
a standing ovation. Passionate about her
role in community and fiercely devoted
to improving the lives of all. the effect
she has is recognized in the way she is
acknowledged by the people surrounding
her.

‘When accepting his award. district
attorney Eric Gonzalez thanked her for
her efforts before he even acknowledged
the appraisal he received. It was uplifting
to be in the presence of a Muslim woman
leading with graceful power.

The Yemeni American Merchants Associ-
ation managed to connect the community
to its leaders by proving everyone is able
to simultaneously fulfill the roles of a
leader and that of a community member.
The impression YAMA leaves on their
first annual gala is change is not only
near. but it is occurring. YAMA has built
the anticipation of greater involvement
and representation of the Yemeni- Ameri-
can people across various roles in society.
I look forward to attending the next
annual gala in hopes of acknowledging
greater accomplishments done by the
community... especially if comedian Amar
Zaher makes an appearance and bridges
cultural barriers by way of humor.

Local Law 28 of 2019: Penalties and Violations for

Beginning March 25, 2019, the L2 Form with the revised date of 06/18
in the lower right corner will no longer be accepted. Applicants or
property owners must submit the updated L2: Work Without a Permit,
Requesting an Override, Reduction or Waiver of Civil Penalties form
with the revised date of 02/19 when requesting an override, reduction
or waiver of civil penalties for work without a permit.

The updated 02/19 L2 Form includes an additional waiver request reason, based on
Local Law 28 of 2019:

Certain Accessory Signs

As of February 9, 2019, the Department will not impose civil penalties
for work without a permit violations for business storefront signs that
neither exceed 150 square feet in area nor exceed 1,200 pounds in
weight.

Respondents who received these violations on or after December 28, 2017, and have
not paid the penalties, may submit a request for a waiver of these penalties. Applicants
requesting this waiver must submit the updated L2 Form dated 02/19, available on the
Department’s web site, at a Borough Office.

O sapw: Sign amnesty penalty waiver (LL28 of 2019). Work without a permit violation(s) issued
on or after December 28, 2017, for an accessory sign that neither exceeds 150 square feet in
area, measured on one face only, nor exceeds 1200 pounds in weight.

Moratorium on Issuance of Certain Accessory Sign Violations
From February 9, 2019, through February 9, 2021, the Department will not issue

Applicants requesting a waiver of civil penalties for an accessory sign must use the
revised L2 form with the revised date of 02/19.

Muslim Ban 3.0 includes a
waiver provision. A “waiver” is
permission to obtain a visa to
enter the United States. Only a
consular officer can determine
your eligibility for a waiver.
Waivers are considered on a
case-by-case basis. In order
to be eligible for a waiver, an
visa applicant must meet three
criteria:

(1) denying entry would cause
the foreign national undue
hardship;

(2) entry would not pose a
threat to the national security
or public safety of the U.S.; and
(3) entry would be in the na-
tional interest.

Sanitation Campaign

Something as simple as taking
out the trash can lead to head-
aches for New York’s small
businesses. Unlike homes and
apartment buildings. whose
trash is picked up by the New
York City Department of San-
itation. every small business in
the city has to contract with a
private sanitation company to
get their trash picked up.

The current system leads to
unfair prices and ticketing.
truck trafficc and pollution.
That’s why the Yemeni Amer-
ican Merchants Association is
joining the Transform Don’t
Trash NYC coalition to reform
the private sanitation industry.
Legislation will be introduced
this year to add more protec-
tions for small businesses.
Currently. private carting
companies charge small
businesses 38% more for trash

collection than large business-
es. Moreover. most businesses
are not given a contract. so
private carters can raise their
fees whenever they want.

The only protection we have
against price increases is a rate
cap that is set by the city. but
that has increased over 50% in
the last decade. When the san-
itation companies leave a mess
behind after picking up the
trash. it is the small business
that gets the sanitation ticket.
On top of thisc with each busi-
ness hiring a different private
carting company to take their
trash. some blocks have as
many as 400 garbage trucks
traveling down them every
day. That adds pollution to the
air we breathe and damages
our streets. Also. dozens of
New Yorkers have died in
crashes with private garbage
trucks in recent years.
